The bottom of the slope in the northwest corner of the capped site continues to be wet
and muddy. It is possible this is the location of a spring, given its proximity to the
Jordan River and occurrence in a low-lying area. This area had a slope failure during
the remedial action in 1996-98.

It has been two years since the site has been mowed. As can be seen in the attached
photographs, the grass is long and very dry, creating a fire hazard. The property owner
is responsible for mowing the site at least annually.

The cap is still exposed in one of the trenches dug on the top of the cap back in April
2004 by Pacific West. This area needs to be repaired by the property owner or their
consultant(s).
